WIFI COMPATIBILITY / CONNECTIVITY

SINGER Air Conditioner is able to connect with WiFi. Using the Smart Life App

(available from Apple App Store or Google Play) it is then possible to use a smart phone or
tablet to operate these appliance remotely.

A WiFi router (paired with the appliance via Smart Life App) is used to control the Air Conditioner.

The Air Conditioner MUST BE installed in a location that has WiFi router coverage.

If the controlling mobile device is outside of the WiFi router’s coverage i.e. operating
remotely, then the WiFi router will require an internet connection to communicate with the
controlling mobile device.
